Pune man invents machine to ensure safe
disposal, recycling of sanitary napkins

Pune, Feb 4 : A 25-
year-old from Pune has
invented a machine that
can ensure the safe dis-
posal of sanitary napkins.

Ajinkya Dahiya, a re-
cent engineering gradu-
ate, set up his own
startup and has devel-
oped a machine called
Padcare which helps in
the safe disposal of sani-
tary napkins.

The Padcare Lab ma-
chine segregates plas-
tic and cellulose drain
from used sanitary nap-
kins and makes them
available for recycling
purposes. The idea
struck Dahiya in 2018
and is now catering to
several organizations in

the city to ensure the safe
disposal of sanitary nap-
kins.

Dahiya said that spe-
cially developed dustbins
are adjusted in toilets and
are equipped to cleanly
store used sanitary nap-
kins for up to 45 days.

"We install specially
developed small dustbins
called 'Sanibins' in toilets
which are equipped to
store the used sanitary
napkins for 30 to 45 days
and makes sure it is dis-
infected and does not cre-
ate any smell."

"The sanitary pads are
collected from these
dustbins on a bi-monthly
or monthly basis and then
put in Padcare machines

which not only segregates
its material without af-
fecting the environment
but also makes it ready to
be used for recycling
products," he said.

According to recent
data accessed by Ajinkya
and his team, about 12
billion used sanitary nap-
kins are generated in In-
dia every year out of
which 98 per cent are dis-
posed of either landfills or
water-bodies, which ad-
versely affect the environ-
ment.

Using the recycled
material from used sani-
tary napkins, the team
has also designed several
decorative products that
can be used in homes.

Case registered

Mumbai, Feb 4 : A
non-cognizable (NC) case
was registered against a
woman here for allegedly
abusing a traffic police
constable for taking action
for parking against rules,
an official said on
Thursday.The woman
had parked her car in no-
parking zone near
Crawford Market on
Wednesday afternoon,
said Assistant Police In-

spector Indurao
Chowdhary in his
complaint.As he attached

a lock to one of the car's
tyres and asked the
woman to pay fine, she
abused him, he alleged.
Senior Police Inspec-
tor of LT Marg police sta-
tion Sunil Nikam said an
NC was registered and
the woman was allowed
to go after a warning.
Police can not probe an
NC without a court order,
unlike in the case of First
Information Report (FIR).

Taapsee Pannu, Uir Das and other celebrities criticize
near-identical tweets by Bollywood stars, cricketers

Mumbai, Feb 4 : A
section of Bollywood ce-
lebrities on Thursday
criticised big stars such as
Akshay Kumar and Ajay
Devgn for their similarly
worded tweets in re-
sponse to pop star
Rihanna's post drawing
attention to the farmers'
agitation in India.

Actor Taapsee Pannu,
filmmaker Onir, actor
Arjun Mathur and others
criticised the show of soli-
darity by the big stars to-
wards the government.

Rihanna, the fourth
most followed celebrity on
Twitter with over 100 mil-
lion followers, on Tuesday
took to the microblogging
site and shared a CNN
news article headlined,
"India cuts internet
around New Delhi as pro-
testing farmers clash with
police."

"Why aren't we talking
about this?
#FarmersProtest,"
Rihanna wrote on Tues-
day. Post her tweet,
Swedish teen climate ac-
tivist Greta Thunberg,
Meena Harris, an Ameri-
can lawyer and niece of
US Vice President Ka-
mala Harris, actors
Amanda Cerni, singers
Jay Sean, Dr Zeus and
former adult star Mia
Khalifa voiced their sup-
port to the protesting
farmers.

India on Wednesday
reacted sharply to these
tweets with several
Bollywood and cricket
stars and top ministers
rallying around the gov-
ernment in its pushback.

The "temptation of
sensationalist social me-
dia hashtags and com-

ments" is neither accu-
rate nor responsible, the
Ministry of External Affairs
said.Facts must be ascer-
tained before the rush to
comment, the ministry
added, using the
hashtags #IndiaTogether
a n d
#IndiaAgainstPropaganda
to make its point.

Personalities including
Sachin Tendulkar, Virat
Kohli, Lata Mangeshkar,
Akshay Kumar, Ajay
Devgn, Karan Johar and
others rallied around the
government on social
media using hashtags -
#IndiaTogether
#IndiaAgainstPropaganda
as they reacted to a
statement by the Minis-
try of External Affairs on
the issue.

These tweets advised
people to not fall for "false
propaganda" and support
"an amicable resolution”,
rather than paying atten-
tion to anyone creating
differences.

Calling it "embarrass-

ing" and "tragic", many in
the film industry called out
the celebrities for their
sudden Twitter activity
while they failed to notice
or acknowledge the plight
of farmers.

Actor Taapsee Pannu,
who has been a vocal
supporter of the farmer's
issue, took a jibe at the
government's campaign
and said one should fo-
cus on strengthening the
system.

"If one tweet rattles
your unity, one-joke
rattles your faith or one
show rattles your reli-
gious belief, then it's you
who has to work on
strengthening your value
system not become 'pro-
paganda teacher' for oth-
ers," Pannu wrote.

Actor Sonakshi Sinha,
Akshay Kumar's co-star
of many films, was
among the celebrities to
support of Rihanna's
tweet.The actor, in her
Instagram stories, shared
quotes from storysellers

comics, which said the
voices raised by the inter-
national celebrities are
"about the violation of hu-
man rights, suppression
of free internet and ex-
pression, state propa-
ganda, hate speech, and
abuse of power."

One of the stories on
Sinha's Instagram also
dismissed the argument
that it was India's inter-
nal matter, saying, "these
are not alien species but
fellow humans who are
speaking up for the rights
of other humans."

Comedian-actor Vir
Das said he was amazed
to see how Indians got
'mobilized' over a tweet

who has in the past been
critical of the Maha Vikas
Aghadi (MVA) govern-
ment on certain issues,
made the remarks on
Wednesday at an event in
Nashik district.

After penguins, Mumbai Zoo to
welcome giraffes, zebras, jaguars

Mumbai, Feb 4 : Five
years after a colony of
eight Humboldt penguins
settled in the specially-
created icy environs
within the 160-year-old
Veermata Jijabai Bhonsale
Udyan & Zoo, the
BrihanMumbai Municipal
Corporation (BMC) plans to
introduce more exotic fauna
from around the world.The
BMC hopes to gradually
bring giraffes, zebras, white
lions, jaguars and other wild
species as part of the efforts
to make the VIBUZ - set up
in 1861 and one of the old-
est in the country - into a
world-class zoo.These ani-
mals will be kept at the new
10-acres extension facility,
adjacent to the existing zoo,
and Request for Proposals
for the project have been
invited.

The VIBUZ is located
at Byculla in a 50-acres
Grade 2(B) Heritage lush-
green oasis in south
Mumbai, barely five km
from the BSE, which
symbolises the city's pre-
eminent status as the
country's commercial

capital.

Accorded the category
of a 'Medium Zoo' till
September 2022, by the
Central Zoo Authority
(CZA), BMC Municipal
Commissioner I.S.
Chahal announced a ma-
jor phase-wise expansion
plan of the VJBUZ to wel-
come the new exotic ani-
mals in the near future.

Tabling the BMC Bud-
get 2021-2022 this morn-
ing, Chahal said that a
provision of Rs 49.67
crore for the zoo devel-
opment project has been
made, compared with Rs
48.38 crore last year.

The BMC has already
constructed 10 enclo-
sures where animals like
tigers, leopards, sloth
bears, hyenas, jackals,
sambar, spotted deer,
swamp deer, and Madras
Pond Turtle are on display.

Besides, an additional
enclosure for Otters, the
Indian wolf, barking deer,
Nilgai, four-horned ante-
lopes, and a project to
augment the existing avi-
ary shall be completed by

next month.

In the past couple of
years, under an exchange
programme, the VIBUZ
acquired these animals,
besides two leopards and
two tigers from the
Mangaluru Zoo, Mysuru Zoo
and Aurangabad Zoo.

Adding to the attractions,
in January 2020, Chief Min-
ister Uddhav Thackeray in-
augurated the new aviary
that houses over 100 spe-
dies of birds -- and is the big-
gest and tallest in the coun-
try -- at the zoo.

Along with the city zoo's
prime charm, the Humboldt
penguins, now at the Avi-
ary, tigers, leopards and
hyenas have proved to be
major crowd-pullers at the
Z00.

Chahal said that a new
facility comprising models of
various iconic locations like
Gateway of India, Sanjay
Gandhi National Park,
Mumbai's famed beaches
and mangroves and other
sites shall come up on the
first floor of the Interpre-
tation Building at the zoo
where visitors can take vir-

463 new
coronavirus
cases in
Mumboai, five

Mumbai, Feb 4: The
coronavirus caseload in
Mumbai increased to
3,10,597 with 463 new
cases being reported on
Thursday, the
Brihanmumbai Municipal
Corporation (BMC) said.

With five new
fatalities, the death toll
due to the pandemic
rose to 11,378, it said in
a statement.

The number of
recovered patients
jumped to 2,92,816 with
591 patients being
discharged from hospi-
tals, while the number
of active patients is
5,489.

The average dou-
bling rate of COVID-19
cases in the city is now
566 days.As many as
4,331 healthcare
workers were adminis-
tered COVID-19 vaccine
at 18 centers in the city
on Thursday, taking the
total of inoculated
persons to 62,954, the
BMC said.
